














United States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver. General
waivers are listed in 49 C.F.R. 661.7, and include final assembly in the United States for 15 passenger vans and 15
passenger wagons produced by Chrysler Corporation, microcomputer equipment, software, and small purchases
(currently less than $100,000) made with capital, operating, or planning funds. Separate requirements for rolling
stock are set out at 49 U.S.C. 5323(j)(2)(C) and 49 C.F.R. 661.11. Rolling stock must be assembled in the United
States and have a 60 percent domestic content.

An offeror must submit to the YCTD the appropriate Buy America certification (see attached form) with all offers on
FTA funded contracts, except those subject to a general waiver. Offers that are not accompanied by a completed
Buy America certification must be rejected as nonresponsive. This requirement does not apply to lower tier
subcontractors.

BREACHES AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Disputes - Disputes arising in the performance of this Contract which are not resolved by agreement of the parties
shall be decided in writing by the authorized representative of YCTD's Executive Director. This decision shall be final
and conclusive unless within ten (10) days from the date of receipt of its copy, the Contractor mails or otherwise
furnishes a written appeal to the Executive Director. In connection with any such appeal, the Contractor shall be
afforded an opportunity to be heard and to offer evidence in support of its position. The decision of the Executive
Director shall be binding upon the Contractor and the Contractor shall abide by the decision.

Performance During Dispute - Unless otherwise directed by YCTD, Contractor shall continue performance under this
Contract while matters in dispute are being resolved.

Claims for Damages - Should either party to the Contract suffer injury or damage to person or property because of
any act or omission of the party or of any of his employees, agents or others for whose acts he is legally liable, a
claim for damages therefore shall be made in writing to such other party within a reasonable time after the first
observance of such injury of damage.

Remedies - Unless this contract provides otherwise, all claims, counterclaims, disputes and other matters in question
between the YCTD and the Contractor arising out of or relating to this agreement or its breach will be decided by
arbitration if the parties mutually agree, or in a court of competent jurisdiction within the State in which the YCTD is
located.

Rights and Remedies - The duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and the rights and remedies
available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and remedies
otherwise imposed or available by law. No action or failure to act by the YCTD, or Contractor shall constitute a waiver
of any right or duty afforded any of them under the Contract, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an
approval of or acquiescence in any breach thereunder, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.

WAIVER OF REMEDIES FOR ANY BREACH

In the event that YCTD elects to waive its remedies for any beach by Contractor of any covenant, term or condition of
this contract, such waiver by YCTD shall not limit YCTD’s remedies for any succeeding breach of that or of any other
term, covenant, or condition of this Contract

LOBBYING

Contractors who apply or bid for an award of $100,000 or more shall file the certification required by 49 CFR part 20,
"New Restrictions on Lobbying." Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal
appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee
of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in
connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 USC 1352. Each tier shall
also disclose the name of any registrant under the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 who has made lobbying contacts
on its behalf with non-Federal funds with respect to that Federal contract, grant or award covered by 31 USC 1352.

CARGO PREFERENCE (use of U. S. flag vessel)

The Contractor agrees: (a) to use privately owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent
of the gross tonnage (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever
shipping any equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are
available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; (b) to furnish within 20 working
days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States or within 30 working days
following the date of leading for shipments originating outside the United States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board"
commercial ocean bill-of -lading in English for each shipment of cargo described in the preceding paragraph to the
Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to
the YCTD (through the Contractor in the case of a subcontractor's bill-of-lading.) (c) to include these requirements in
all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may involve the transport of equipment,
material, or commodities by ocean vessel.

FLY AMERICA (transportation of persons or property by air)

The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the "Fly America" Act) in accordance with the General
Services Administration's regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that recipients and subrecipients of
Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Flag air carriers for U.S Government-financed
international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the extent such service is available,
unless travel by foreign air carrier is a matter of necessity, as defined by the Fly America Act. The Contractor shall
submit, if a foreign air carrier was used, an appropriate certification or memorandum adequately explaining why
service by a U.S. flag air carrier was not available or why it was necessary to use a foreign air carrier and shall, in
any event, provide a certificate of compliance with the Fly America requirements. The Contractor agrees to include
the requirements of this section in all subcontracts that may involve international air transportation.

The preceding provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not
expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions. All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in
FTA Circular 4220.1F, dated November 1, 2008, are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything to the contrary
herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict with other
provisions contained in this Agreement. The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to
comply with any YCTD requests, which would cause YCTD to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.
